The only show of its kind on the
prairies, Art Now provides local, national, and international artists and galleries with
opportunities to gain exposure at a highly professional venue. The show features an
opening night reception, panels, artist talks, family programming, and more. Exhibitor
booths are open to all commercial galleries committed to showcasing the work of
established and emerging artists and artisans from across Canada.

The artwork must be original art (no reproductions).

The artwork will not be for sale at the show.

Installation methods must not damage or alter the location in which it is being installed
(floor, walls, ceilings). Most artwork sizes can be accommodated.

Deadline for proposal submission: 5:00 p.m. May 12, 2023. Late or incomplete
submissions will not be accepted.

The artist must complete installation of the artwork(s) between noon on September 13
and noon on September 14 and remove the artwork between 4:00 p.m. and 9:00 p.m.
on Sunday, September 17.

All artwork proposals will be subject to a jury process, and the final selection will be at
the sole discretion of the SaskGalleries Board of Directors.

Artist Compensation

The successful artist will be compensated as per current CARFAC fees in the amount of
$2,000 upon completion of installation.

The artist will be given two complimentary tickets to the Opening Night Reception on
Thursday, September 14.

The artist will have an opportunity to present a talk about their installation at the event,
subject to availability. A presentation fee will be paid at a rate of $335 at the time of
presentation.

The artist and artwork will be included in the Art Now marketing, e.g., website, social
media channels, newsletters, event booklet.
